‘Baptised and Sent’ Lenten Pastoral Letter from Bishop Alan McGuckian

The Church remains faithful to the teachings entrusted by God. Yet we are also called to walk
alongside one another with compassion, modelling the ministry of Jesus himself. He calls us
all to high standards from which we often fall short. We are "wounded healers" supporting one
another as we struggle to heed Christ's call-recognising it as a gift even when demanding.

Many are waiting for the parish to extend a hand of welcome. We must reflect carefully on
how to reach out more effectively. At the same time, belonging is always a two-way grace.
Each of us is invited to take a step towards our parish family and ask: Where might I contribute?
How can I play my part? A vibrant parish grows when all its members discover and offer the
gifts God has placed within them. Yet here is a challenging truth we must face: many of us
belong to the Church in a sacramental way, but have never made a conscious, personal decision
to follow Jesus Christ as his disciples. We have been baptised, received First Communion, been
confirmed-but somewhere along the way, we may have missed the essential first step: a
personal encounter with Jesus and a deliberate choice to entrust our lives to him. Each one of
us is called to be an intentional disciple.
